The Royal
Cape Golf Club is in the southern suburbs of Cape Town, a 15 minute drive from the city centre and
from the Cape Town International Airport.

Wayward shots are penalised by trees and the greens
are well bunkered. There is also plenty of water on the course, particularly at the corner of the 3rd and
4th and 5th holes and also at the 14th, 15th and 16th holes. The most difficult holes are the par 4 third,
at 435m the longest two-shotter on the course, and the par 4 14th played into the teeth of the prevailing
southeaster with water guarding the right of the green. The greens are well bunkered and there is plenty
of water on the course.

The Golf Course is reserved for members on
Saturdays, closed Good Friday and Christmas Day. Handicap certificate compulsory. Soft spikes are
required on the golf course

This is indeed a unique restaurant
with the central banking hall now a fine dining area and a bar set aside for the timeless enjoyment of
oysters and champagne; caviar and vodka. Along with several kinds of caviar and three varieties of
oysters the bar also offers champagnes by the glass (with 50 champagnes in the cellar!) With 4 kitchens
under the same roof, a world class dining experience awaits you with options that match the scale of the
220-seater interior.
